Deploring that more than 40000 people were killed or injured due to attacks by terrorist groups in
2017,

Respecting that a large number of medical personnel from international organizations like Médecins
Sans Frontieres are working for helping victims of terrorism,

Regretting that a lot of non-military institutions got caught up in aerial bombing and a large crowd of
citizens were died or injured,
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1) Requests member states to respect international humanitarian law including the Geneva
Convention and to make efforts to save civilians such as children, females and the elderly in conflict
areas;




2) Urges member states not to disturb the humanitarian action:
